True Cost of Education 

Each year the tuition per child is more than the total amount of tuition collected. The difference comes primarily from our Parish, fund-raisers and the generosity of benefactors.  Many parents work countless hours each year to ensure the success of our fundraising events.  All school families are required to help us with these endeavors.  Two parent families (this also includes parents who have joint custody of their children) currently are required to provide 60 hours and single parent families are required to provide 30 hours of service.
Tuition Assistance
Each year parents can apply to receive assistance through the Archdiocese of Washington and St. Martin’s Parish and School.  In order to receive funding from the Parish/School, families must apply first for Financial Aid from the Archdiocese through the (Private School Aid Service) PSAS.  Applications for new families will be due no later than February 18, 2011 to the Private School Aid Service. Registration Fee for Kindergarten- Grade 8   Pre-Kindergarten (Please see separate page)
This is a non-refundable fee, which is applied toward tuition (It is due by February 15, 2011 for current families and one week after acceptance for new families.  This fee must be sent in with the Re-Registration Form unless some other arrangements have been made with Sister Sharon.
Payment Plans and Additional Fees
All families pay the Academic Resource Fee and Lunchroom fee on July 15, 2011. Tuition payments (the balance remaining after the registration fee is applied) can be paid in one of three plans:

· Monthly Plan – 10 equal payments starting August 15, 2011, last payment in May 15, 2012. 

· Semi-annual Plan – Two payments, due on August 15, 2011, and January 15, 2012.

· Annual Plan – One payment in full, due August 15, 2011...
Academic Resources Fee for 2011-2012 is $400. This fee helps provides funds to partially defray the costs of textbooks, technology, classroom supplies, special class events, some HSA activities, and other operational needs. The fee is charged on a per student basis. Due date: July 15, 2011.

The Lunchroom Fee for 2011-2012 is $50. This fee provides funds to partially defray the costs of coordinating the parent network for daily lunchroom and playground volunteers. This fee is charged on a per family basis. Due date: July 15, 2011
Family Obligation
Paying tuition is a legal obligation.  Families of students that withdraw for any reason before the end of the second week of classes (approximately September 9) will receive a partial refund of tuition. Families of students who withdraw after the end of the second full week of classes are expected to pay the year’s tuition in full.
