INSTRUCTIONS FOR COMPLETING

THE 2011-12 PARENT PARTICIPATION QUESTIONNAIRE


Please fill out the attached Parent Participation Questionnaire and mail or bring it to the school office as soon as possible.  All of the activities listed on the questionnaire are briefly described below; each is vital to the running of the school.  This questionnaire is an opportunity for you to tell us which volunteer activities best fit your schedule and your aptitudes.  Keep in mind that at least 60 hours of volunteer service are required each year from every two-parent family (whether parents reside in the same household or not), and 30 from every single-parent family. We are requesting 20 hours from the Pre-K families.

Any adult family member (including grandparents, older siblings, etc.) is eligible to contribute toward your Parent Participation requirement, as long as they have been fingerprinted and have taken the Child Protection course.  However, hours cannot be carried over to the next year, or "donated" to another family. To eliminate confusion for the volunteers who monitor Parent Participation hours, please SIGN THE HOURS SHEET WITH THE CHILD’S LAST NAME.  Please log your hours in the book at the front office every time you serve.

Information compiled from the questionnaires will be distributed to activity coordinators to make it easier for them to assemble teams of workers.  Sometimes the list of people who volunteer for a particular activity is longer than needed.  If there is an activity in which you are especially eager to serve, you don't have to wait to be called; you can phone the coordinator and ask to be placed on a team.  (Listed below are the names and phone numbers of the coordinators).  Some activities have been assigned to parents of specific grades.  Please consult your Parent Handbook for details.

SCHOOL BOARD COMMITTEE MEMBERS

The School Board has a few standing committees that solicit members from outside the Board.  Development Committee is one of those.  If you'd like to work to promote and improve the quality of our school, this activity is for you!  The requirements are meetings approximately four times per year with outside work also.

HOME & SCHOOL ASSOCIATION (HSA)

The Home & School Association is the representative organization of all parents/guardians of the students of St. Martin’s.  As an organization, the HSA has a responsibility to provide broad-based parent support.  Functions include fundraising, planning student events, and parent involvement programs.

DIRECT SUPPORT FUNCTIONS
This first set of volunteer opportunities is the highest priority as they support the safety and direct supervision of the students.

Early Birds:  One day a week, come to school by 7:25 a.m. and stay until the children have gone to class at 8:10 a.m.  You'll greet arriving students, and you'll help to keep them safe and the carpool line running smoothly.  Supervise their outdoor play in fair weather; when there's rain or extreme cold, keep them company in the cafeteria. If you fulfill your commitment for the entire year, you will be credited with 60 hours.
Lunchroom/Recess:  If you can be at school from 11:00 a.m. to 1:00 p.m., join a lunchroom team that serves every other week. You will supervise and assist the students during lunch and recess, so be prepared to be outside. If you fulfill your commitment for the entire school year, you will be credited with 60 hours.

Hot Lunch:  If you can be at school from 11:00 a.m. to 1:00 p.m. on Monday, Wednesday, and/or Friday, serving hot lunch is a great way to be a part of your child(ren)'s school life.  Your job won't involve cooking—you'll be serving meals prepared by an outside caterer.  Your shift will be one day every other week; or add your name to the substitute list and you'll be called only when a need arises.

Health Room:  Come in one day a week, 8:30 – 11:00 a.m.  You'll be dealing with small emergencies and accidents that have taken place—applying ice, Band-Aids, and a lot of TLC.  If you have no previous first-aid experience, don't worry, a nurse will train you at school.


Homeroom Parent: This is your opportunity to create some memorable celebrations for your child's classmates.  Our Homeroom Parents coordi​nate the classroom parties that traditionally take place at Hallow​een, Christmas, Valentine's Day, and end-of-year.  You'll also be the central contact person for your child's grade level in the event that any telephone relays become neces​sary (emergency school closings, etc.). Grade 7 parents host the Graduation reception.

Classroom Aide:  Depending on teachers' needs, volunteer aides are sometimes enlisted to help with art, P.E., and computer educations, as well as small group help for special projects in the classrooms. 
Library Aide:  Help with routine cataloguing and shelving in the library during the school day.  You can be scheduled for a weekly time slot, as brief as one hour or as long as three, depending on your preference and the library’s needs.

Maintenance:  Occasional needs arise for one-time or short-term maintenance tasks around the building and grounds.  Let us know if you have expertise in painting, carpentry, plumbing, electrical work, or grounds keeping.

FUNDRAISERS

Bingo:  Friday-night Bingo is a year-round event—a steady, significant source of funds for the school and fun for the players. As a cashier, caller, floor worker, food server, or kitchen worker, you can help the players enjoy their evening out. Workers arrive around 5:30 to set up, and generally stay until about 11:30.  (Don't worry about missing dinner—you can get a good sandwich from the kitchen during a lull in the action.). Workers are assigned to rotating teams; your turn will come up every six weeks.  Because teamwork and team reliability are so crucial to the success of Bingo, faithful Bingo team members who work all their turns in the year (July 1 to June 30) are credited with 60 hours (although the actual total is less).

Fall Festival:  This event will be held in October.  This is an old-fashioned school carnival/festival.  There will be games, prizes, raffles and so much more.  Get involved in this fun event by helping in the planning stages and assisting the day of the event.

Golf Tournament:  An event in May that is lots of fun.  Volunteers are needed to assist in the pre-event activities as well as the day of the event to assist in making sure things run smoothly.

St. Patrick’s Dinner/Dance & Auction: Parents need to solicit donations for silent auction and work on menu/auction planning.  Help is also needed the day before and day of the event to help with setup.

PARISH ACTIVITIES

A family can earn up to 30 hours for various activities within the parish.  Coaches for CYO basketball teams, Scout leaders, religious education teachers, etc. can list their hours.  This does not include serving as a Eucharistic Minister. Hours for other parish activities must have the approval of the School Board.
